Countries in Asia are closer to my
home. It is easy for me to get on a plane and fly back home
to see my family. Also, these countries are attractive and
good places to go.

Student reporters: How do you find students from each
place different from each other?

Mr. Pearson: In Thailand and Brunei, there aren't many
opportunities to practise spoken English outside Bangkok.
The students are very shy and reluctant to speak English.
They do not have a strong foundation in English. In Brunei,
students are very good at reading and grammar, but not
so good at speaking.

Mr. Pearson: Well, it is frustrating sometimes. Students
need to be given advice more than once.

Mr. Pearson: | would say a memorable moment was last
week. It was wonderful when | took some students to a
drama competition and saw them achieving and getting
some prizes. My first assembly was a memorable moment
too as it was my first time speaking in the school. Another
important thing is after the assembly, hundred of students
seemed 1o like the assembly. They said good morning and
smiled to me.

Mr. Pearson: Definitely yes. A few teachers do the job
just for money. | have to say this is attractive for me,
too. The main thing is that | enjoy this job because |
can help students.

Student reporters: How long will you be staying
in Hong Kong?

Mr. Pearson: Well, it is a contract for two years.
| will most likely stay two or three contracts.
